Sale. More than 80 percent of the offering was powerhouse purebred Gelbvieh bulls with
the balance being purebred Red Angus and Balancer bulls.

Lot 129, JRI Stress Free 2855704, topped the sale offering at $8,000. This
powerful red double polled purebred Free Agent son was a member of Judd Ranch’s
2007 Champion Pen of Three Bulls in Denver. Long-time repeat buyer, William Widner
of Alpena, Ark., purchased Stress Free. The bull posted an 89-1b. BW, 817 WW, 1,410
YW, a 105 gain test ratio and a 16.4 square inch yearling ribeye.

Lost River Livestock of Clearbrook, Minn., selected the second high selling bull
as Lot 132 at $7,500. This wide spread birth to growth red double polled purebred Extra
Exposure x Free Agent son posted an 86 BW, 756 WW, 1,382 YW, 41.6 cm yearling
scrotal and a 103 gain test ratio. This beef machine features a powerful Dam of Merit
dam and granddam.

Hodges Ranch of Omaha, Ark., has been a super Judd Ranch bull buyer for years
and they selected the powerhouse Lot 204 Balancer Bull, JRI Morgans Direction 285521
as the third high seller at $7,100. This bull is out of a super first calf heifer by JRI Extra
Exposure.

$7,000. This Lot 207 bull is a low birth, super growth bull out of a first calf Free Agent
daughter. He posted a 76 BW, 792 WW, 1,480 YW, 39.2 cm yearling scrotal, 136 gain
test ratio and 15.8 square inch yearling ribeye.

Many time repeat buyers, Glen Haven Farms of Pine Bush, N.Y ., selected Lot 202
at $7,000 to tie for fourth high selling bull. This beef machine nursed another awesome
Judd Ranch first calf heifer out of the powerful Judd Ranch Dam of Merit 406 cow
family.
